Wilson is teaching the band one of her original compositions, and 

members of Shaheed’s Oaktown Jazz Workshop have been working with band members 

as well, teaching them three additional works, all of which will be performed on June 4. 

The evening is a tribute to the power of music education and a recognition of the history 

and success of the Healdsburg High School Jazz Band. The workshops and concert are 

sponsored by the Healdsburg Jazz Festival, as part of its educational mission. 

The Raven event will be an exciting evening, with players young and old, 

parents and families, and high quality original jazz. Closing the evening will 

be a special performance of Wilson’s quintet “The Trapeze Project”, an all-

star band with Myra Melford, Ben Goldberg, Jerome Harris and Matt 

Wilson.
